offenses include incest (non-forcible sexual intercourse between persons who are related to each other within degrees wherein
marriage is prohibited by law) and statutory rape (non-forcible sexual intercourse with a person who is under the statutory age of
consent). Robbery is the taking or attempting to take anything of value from the care, custody, or control of a person or persons
by force, threat of force or violence, and/or putting the victim in fear. Aggravated Assault is the unlawful attack upon one person
by another for the purpose of inflicting severe or aggravated bodily injury. Burglary is the unlawful entry of a structure to commit
a felony or a theft. Motor Vehicle Theft is the theft or attempted theft of a motor vehicle. Arson is willful or malicious damage of
property by fire or explosion, with or without intent to defraud. Hate crimes are crimes motivated by the offender’s bias. The hate
crimes and incidents category includes offenses against persons or property motivated by hate or bias against a victim based on
race, ethnicity, national origin, religion, sex, disability or sexual orientation. SUNY Geneseo includes hate crimes or incidents
required by the federal Crime and Campus Security Act and more broadly defined categories defined in Article 485 of the New
York State Penal Law. Liquor Law Violations includes violations or attempted violations of laws or ordinances prohibiting the
manufacture, sale, transporting, furnishing, or possessing of intoxicating liquor; maintaining unlawful drinking places; furnishing
liquor to a minor or intemperate person; using a vehicle for illegal transportation of liquor and drinking on a public conveyance.
Drug Law Violations includes violations of State and local laws relating to the unlawful possession, sale, use, growing,
manufacturing, and making of narcotic drugs. lllegal Weapons Possessions include the violations of law and ordinances dealing
with weapons offenses.

NEW YORK STATE EDUCATION LAW — ARTICLE 129A: These rules and regulations prohibit any action or situation which
recklessly or intentionally endangers mental or physical health or involves the forced consumption of liquor or drugs for the
purpose of initiation into or affiliation with any organization. The regulation governs the conduct of students, faculty, staff,
visitors and other licensees and invitees on campus and college properties. The violation of such rules and regulations include
the ejection of violators from campus property, suspension, expulsion, or other appropriate disciplinary action for students,
faculty and staff, or rescission of permission for an organization to operate on campus property. In addition, the College’s
Student Handbook is required to contain policies and rules on the maintenance of public order and student conduct; the advisory
committee on campus safety; sexual assault prevention; bias-related crime prevention; availability of crime statistics; and the
investigation of violent felony offenses and missing students.

HATE CRIMES AND THE LAW: It is a State University of New York at Geneseo Police mandate to protect all members of the
SUNY Geneseo community by preventing and prosecuting bias or hate crimes that occur within the campus’s jurisdiction. Hate
crimes, also called bias crimes or bias-related crimes, are criminal activities, committed against a person or property which is
motivated, in whole or in part, by the offender’s bias against the actual or perceived race, color, religion, religious practices,
national origin, ancestry, sexual orientation, age, gender or disability of the targeted person or group. Hate and bias-related
crimes have received renewed attention in recent years, particularly since the passage of the federal Hate and Bias Reporting
Act of 1990 and the NYS Hate Crimes Act of 2000 (Penal Law Article 485). To provide a comprehensive understanding of all
reported incidents of crimes motivated by bias, SUNY Geneseo includes all reported hate crimes as defined by the NYS Hate
Crimes Act, and the hates crimes identified by the U.S. Department of Education in the Annual Security Report. Penalties for
bias-related crimes are very serious and range from fines to imprisonment for lengthy periods, depending on the nature of the
underlying criminal offenses, the use of violence or previous convictions of the offender. Perpetrators who are students will also
be subject to campus disciplinary procedures where sanctions including dismissal are possible. In addition to preventing and
prosecuting hate and bias crimes, SUNY Geneseo Police also assist in addressing bias-related activities that do not rise to the
level of a crime. These activities, referred to as bias incidents, are defined by the University as non-criminal acts motivated, in
whole or in part, by the offender’s bias against the actual or perceived race, color, religion, religious practices, national origin,
ancestry, sexual orientation, age, gender or disability of the targeted person or group. Bias-related incidents may be addressed
through the State University’s Discrimination Complaint Procedure or the campus code of conduct. Bias-related incidents can
be reported to the University Police, as well as to the College Affirmative Action Office, the Dean of Students, the Coordinator of
Multicultural Programs and Services, the Director of the Access Opportunity Program, or the Director of Residence Life. If you
are a victim of, or witness to, a hate or bias crime on campus, report it to the University Police by calling 5222 in an emergency,
using a Blue Light or other campus emergency telephone, or stopping by the University Police Department at 19 Schrader Hall.
University Police will investigate and follow the appropriate adjudication procedures. Victims of bias crime or bias incidents can
avail themselves of counseling and support services from the Lauderdale Center for Student Health and Counseling, telephone
245-5716, or the Center for Community at 245-5706. For general information on campus security procedures, see the
University Police Department website at http://www.geneseo.edu/~police/ or call (585) 245-5651.
