VISITORS & GUESTS

Visitors and guests to residential facilities are permitted only as author-
ized by College and hall regulations. A guestis considered to be any per-
son present who is not assigned to that space. All visitors and guests are
to be escorted by resident hosts at all times within residential facilities.
The right of a student to reasonably live in privacy supersedes the right of
aroommate to entertain guests. Inappropriate behavior, or any use of
visitation which infringes on the rights of other students to have full use of
any facility, may lead to judicial action and/or expulsion from residence
for the guest as well as the host/hostess. A resident may host overnight
visitors no more than three nights per month.

FACILITIES & SERVICES

Facilities and services provided by the College inctude:

Depending upon the location, floor lamps may also be available.
Students provide their own:

For privacy reasons, Putnam, Saratoga, and Seneca residents clean their
own bathrooms. All other bathrooms are cleaned by hall cleaning staff.

FIRE & SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS

The following small electrical appliances are permitted for use in residen-
tial facilities:

eapproved refrigerator {less than 2.0 amps at 120 volts AC/3.6 cubic feet),
including approved microfridge units « VCR/DVD player eelectric blankets
scoffee maker w/temperature control eradio otelevision eair popcorn
maker #hair care appliances sstereo spersonal computer eelectric fans
(window screens are not to be removed) esewing machine siron with
automatic shut-off,

Students are prohibited from possessing the following items in residential
facilities:

enon-College beds eneon lights «air conditioners halogen or multi-headed
lamps enon-portable electrical appliances ecooking appliances such as
toaster ovens, microwave ovens (except in townhouse or suite kitchens),
immersion heaters, hot plates/pots, pop-up toasters, George Foreman-
type grills ecinder or cement blocks space heaters unless provided by the
College smotorbikes, scooters and/or any gasoline-operated vehicle.

PROHIBITED FROM CAMPUS

On campus possession, use, or storage of firearms (including compressed
air guns, airsoft, pellet, or BB guns), weapons, dangerous chemicals, mar-
tial arts weapons, explosive devices of any description, knives, fireworks,
metal tip darts and dart boards, and live non-potted trees (holiday trees),
outdoor/indoor cooking grills, lighter fluid, charcoal, propane tanks.

Gambling and solicitation {(commercial, political, and religious). Possess-
ing or using illegal drugs/drug paraphernalia.

Extension cords used with more than one appliance. UL approved, electri-
cal, polarized, grounded power strips with fuses {or circuit breakers) are
acceptable. The maximum fused amperage of such devices must not ex-
ceed 15 amps.

ALCOHOL USAGE

Possession and consumption of alcoholic beverages by persons under the
age of 21is prohibited on the Geneseo campus. Persons 21 years of age
and over may possess/consume alcohalic beverages only in their own
residence hall rooms or the rooms of other residents who are at least 21
years of age. Inappropriate behavior resulting from alcohol use or abuse
may lead to disciplinary action and/or removal from residence. Students
and guests must abide by the SUNY Geneseo Policy on Alcohol and Illicit
Drugs.

CAMPUS MEAL PLAN
Each student is required to purchase a residential student meal plan un-
less he/she is assigned to the Saratoga Townhouses. {See Campus Auxil-
iary Services policies.)

DAMAGE
Each student is responsible for indicating the condition of his/her
room/area upon moving in, and will be billed for damage to College prop-

erty. Greup assessment will occur when individual responsibility cannot be
determined and the group could reasonably have been expected to prevent
the damage or report its cause. Residents are responsible for reporting
needed repairs immediately. Self-repair is not permitted.

NOISE

While students are permitted to have a reasonable amount of sound equip-
ment (e. g speakers), consideration of others and the right to quiet
supersede its use. Use of musical instruments may be limited, and exces-
sive noise may resultin disciplinary action.

PERSONAL PROPERTY

The College is not responsible for damage or loss of personal property. Stu-
dents are strongly encouraged to check family homeowner’s or personal
("renters") insurance policies for coverage.

SMOKING
All residential facilities are designated smoke-free. Smoking is not allowed
in any residential facility.

sraising bed on furniture or on blocks more than 12”;

epossession of official highway or emergency signs;

epropping open outside entrance doors or fire doors;

scompromising the security of the residential facility;

eplaying sports in the hall;

eremoving screens or windows;

sentering or exiting a building through a window or unauthorized entrance
or exit;

«sub-licensing or allowing a portion of the facility to be used or occupied by
others'without consent of the Dean of Residential Living

ENTERING AND INSPECTION OF ROOMS

Inspection of rooms {including closets) for health, safety or maintenance
reasons will be made during vacations and may occur at any time with ad-
vance notice {except when an emergency situation is deemed to exist or
when a work order has been submitted by the resident of a room). Routine
inspections do not include searches. Searches may be conducted only with
specified probable cause, authorization from the Dean of Residential Living
or higher official, and with reasonable effort to inform and have the room
occupants present (unless a judicial warrant is being executed).

Residents are entitled to 24-hour notification of a need to enter a student
room for non-emergency repairs. Residents may waive this advance notice
to expedite repair or work orders.

A student’s obligation also includes:

ecare and cleaning of room/suite/townhouse;

emaintenance of health and safety standards;

sresponsibility for all activities and items in the room/suite/townhouse
about which he/she could reasonably be expected to know;

eresponsibility to respond to the official directions of residential staff, who
have broad supervisory authority for the administration of their halls;

sadherence to recycling guidelines set for SUNY Geneseo

Open Flame Policy

ACTIVITIES PROHIBITED IN RESIDENTIAL FACILITIES

+the occupation of a room by persons other than those assigned or their registered guests

eremoval of College property from its assigned location without permission from the
Residence Director/Area Coordinator (e. g. lounge furniture, student room furniture,
etc.);

spossession of pets other than fish (fish bowls and aquariums less than 10 gallons in
capacity are permitted);

suse of tacks, nails or adhesives (except masking tape) on walls or doors;

eaffixing anything to the ceiling, e. g. bottle caps, stars, tape, tapestries;

stampering with fire or safety equipment, including outside doors;

*possession of or use of illegal drugs/drug paraphernalia;

*burning incense or candles; open flames of any type;

*playing audio speakers out windows;

eraising bed on furniture or on blocks more than 127;

epossession of official highway or emergency signs;

spropping open outside entrance doors or fire doors;

scompromising the security of the residential facility;

eplaying sports in the hall;

eremoving screens or windows;

sentering or exiting a building through a window or unauthorized entrance or exit;

sub-licensing or allowing a portion of the facility to be used or occupied by others
without consent of the Dean of Residential Living

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SUNY Geneseo Open Flame Policy
(Draft pending Cabinet approval)

This policy is applicable to faculty, staff, students and contractors. The use of fire,
incense and similar open flame producing items such as torches and welding equipment,
shall be prohibited in all campus buildings except as described below:

Flames used for commercial cooking in areas operated by the Campus Auxiliary
Service (CAS). : :

Votive decorations used by CAS during catering events must meet the NYS Fire
Code requirements.

The Physics metal working shop, heating plant tool room, facilities garage,
welding shop and the ISC zone shop for maintenance purposes.

In residence halls, for religious purposes in lounge areas only, candelabras must
be fastened down to prevent tipping and wax must be prevented from dripping on
combustible or flammable items. Contact Dean of Residential Living for more
specific requirements (245-5726).

Theatrical performances must comply with the NYS Fire Code and be reviewed
and approved by the Code Compliance Manager or designee.

Faculty research and academic instruction which normally use open flames as part
of their curriculum in properly equipped areas.

All approved open flames must be kept a safe distance away from flammable and
combustible material. In addition, a fire extinguisher and a person trained in its use must
be readily available. Uses of open flames, other than above, must be approved by the
Code Compliance Manager or designee on a case by case basis (245-5661). A hot work
permit must be issued for all uses of open flames (including welding, cutting and
soldering) for activities not described above. A hot work policy and permit can be found
on the Environmental Health and Safety website:

ing Kvacuation: LT OUT!
In case of fire or other emergency requiring building

evacuation, the fire alarms will activate. Following exit signs,
leave the building through the nearest exit.

Remain outside the building until further direction is received
from University Police.

In the case of an actual emergency, please travel to the designated assembly area.
Provide University Police with location of any persons remaining inside the building
and any information concerning the location and/or nature of emergency.

Fire Safety Education and Training

Fire safety educational activities for students:

Fire Drills: The University Police Department conducts fire drills in campus

buildings according to the following schedule:

e Residence Halls: Twice each academic semester (including summers — when
occupied)

e Administrative/Academic Buildings: Two times per year.

e Daycare: Monthly

Cooking: Resident assistants provide education for cooking safety in hall kitchens.
Materials are also provided for passive programming through bulletin boards, and
signage in and around the kitchen facilities.

Residential students are instructed on fire safety at the beginning of each semester as
well as periodically at floor and hall meetings. Fire drills and alarms are also
opportunities to reinforce fire and life safety measures.

Fire safety educational activities for staff:
e During educational sessions offered each year for employees, including Residence
Hall Staff, the following are addressed:
= Hands-on use of Portable Fire Extinguishers utilizing a fire
extinguisher training device
= Limits of, and dangers associated with, use of Portable Fire
Extinguishers
e Evacuation Procedures
e Locations of Designated Assembly Areas
e Email and newsletters distributed to faculty and staff highlight common fire code
violations and options for correction. In addition, the Environmental Health and
Safety website is available for information.

e Review/Action Items resulting from annual OFPC Fire Inspection:
Responsible campus personnel are provided applicable sections of inspection
reports and explanations of fire code violations. They are also given options that
could alleviate the violations. All actions items resulting from the NYS Fire
Inspection are reviewed and followed up with Facilities Management and/or EHS
and corrected. If violations cannot be corrected within the mandatory time frame,
a compliance plan is submitted to OFPC for approval.

The Halloween season generates not only common fire
and life safety issues but many unconventional concerns as well, particularly
where a haunted house is operated in a building.

- Naturally these types of facili-
ties are unique and thus the fire
- safety concerns are unique.
 Special attention has to be given
to overall exit arrangement and
travel distance. Many other fac-
tors must be considered as well;
| exit signs, emergency lighting,
ombustible interior finish, ,
_ construction materials, fire detection, use of special effects, adequately
trained and supervised staff and established emergency procedures.

 OFPC strongly encourages any institution

planning an event where a haunted house

will be used, to contact the Bureau of Fire
Prevention for consultation.

Haunted houses can be a great source of
fun and amusement for all ages, however every effort must be made to ensure
 a fire safe environment. Accordingly, everyone must remain vigilant and be on
| the lookout for these spooky places, as they have a tendency to mystically and
_eerily appear from nowhere.

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Additional Procedures:

In an actual emergency, emphasis MUST be placed on personal safety. Campus personnel,
other than emergency response personnel, are NOT expected to fight fires or extricate
injured persons.

If you are the first person to discover a fire or other emergency situation:

1. If a chemical spill or fire, close the door to the room or area.

2. Leave the building, activating the fire alarm on your way out (Fire Alarms are located at
approximately elbow height next to building exit doors)

3. Call University Police (5222) from another building, inform them that it is an actual emergency, and
specify the location and nature of the emergency. If applicable, provide any information on location of
injured persons or persons unable to exit the buildings, such as mobility-impaired persons.

4. Report to the assembly area to provide additional information to University Police or other rescue/aid
personnel.

Fire Extinguisher Use:
Persons that have been trained in fire extinguisher use AND are comfortable and confident in their
abilities to use fire extinguishers may use fire extinguishers to extinguish small fires such as a waste
paper fire or a microwave popcorn fire.

Fire extinguishers will empty in approximately 30 seconds. Fire extinguishers are not designed to
fight large fires. Persons unfamiliar with fire extinguisher use should not attempt to fight even
small fires with portable fire extinguishers, and should immediately evacuate.

Assisting Other Persons (in other than gas leaks or chemical spills)
If a person is mobility-impaired or becomes disoriented or disabled during an actual emergency:
1. Assist them to an exit — if you are able.
If not possible, assist them to a stair tower— if you are able.
2. Get yourself out of the building, activate the alarm and go to the assembly area.
3. Provide any information on location of injured persons or persons unable to exit the buildings to
University Police.

If the emergency involves a gas leaks or chemical spill, evacuate immediately. Injured persons will be
assisted by rescue personnel equipped with protective breathing apparatus.
