STUDENT RESEARCH ASSISTANTSHIPS (Rev. 08/12/13)
The Geneseo Foundation Student Research Assistantships provide faculty members with paid research assistance for their scholarly projects.  Students work with individual professors for ten weeks, assisting in research and scholarly projects and thus gaining invaluable experience in the methods of original research.  Research projects are supported in all disciplines.  Projects involve direct student and faculty interaction and offer learning opportunities not available through conventional classroom instruction.

Four Assistantships at $1000 each are available for undergraduates for the Fall 2014 semester.  These awards were made possible through contributions to the Geneseo Foundation, a non-profit organization whose mission is to preserve and enhance the quality of education at SUNY Geneseo. Donors include alumni, parents, friends, faculty/staff, students, local businesses and corporations.  

The Geneseo Foundation will oversee the distribution of these funds by the College Research Council.  There is a limit of one proposal per faculty member.

The opportunity for undergraduate students to assist in research alongside experienced faculty is a unique and rewarding experience for everyone involved.  Geneseo has a strong tradition of providing such opportunities for undergraduates. THE GENESEO FOUNDATION STUDENT RESEARCH ASSISTANTSHIPS will continue to further this tradition by providing worthy projects with funding.

NOTE: All applications to the Geneseo Foundation Undergraduate Summer Fellowship and Geneseo Foundation Student Research Assistantship programs will be considered for the prestigious Dr. Wendell and Barbara Rhodes Research Award.  This supplemental award of $600 will support research or field study.  Preference will be given to scholarly research combining a natural science and a social science such as biology/sociology or geology/anthropology.  Funds may be used for any research-related expenses including student stipends.  This award is funded through the Geneseo Foundation by an endowment established by Dr. Wendell and Barbara Rhodes.

· Indication of the skills, knowledge etc. that the student will gain by participating

· Timetable of the activities and the expectations of your research

· Plans for dissemination of research

· Accomplishments of previous Dean Johnston  & Geneseo Foundation Assistantships

· Statement of why you want to work with this student

GUIDELINES FOR STUDENTS

Proposal should contain the following:

· Description of your background in this research area including skills and substantive course work

· Explanation of how the research experience fits into your academic and/or career plans 

· Justification of why you want the assistantship and why you want to work with your faculty sponsor

· Copy of transcript (unofficial)
Other things being equal, priority will be given to projects:

· that enable students to learn skills above those they already have

· by professors who have not yet had a research assistant 

· that have not been previously supported

· for which there is no current external funding
