In recent years, research in the field of literacy education
has provided a clearer vision as to important issues in the
development of reading abilities. Three themes have gained
widespread acceptance no matter what the philosophical
predispositions of the researchers have been. First, reading
is a strategic process. Fluent readers employ a variety of
strategies to understand text (Juel & Minden-Cupp, 2000)
and the teacher’s responsibility is to provide young students
with instruction and practice in using those strategies.
Second, reading instruction should be differentiated (Spiro,
2001). That is, all readers approach text in ways that vary
according to their own abilities, purposes, and reading situ-
ations. The teacher's responsibility is to provide instruction
that is varied and that results in students’ ability to flexibly
switch between different approaches when dealing with
text. Third, the reader’s ultimate goal is meaning construc-
tion, the comprehension of text in the light of prior knowl-
edge and purpose. The teacher’s responsibility is to contin-
ually focus students’ attention on deriving appropriate
understandings from text content.
