Course Description

A continuation of Musc 210 (Theory I) and its applications to the melodic, harmonic, and rhythmic elements of music, and musical practice.

This course will further develop musicianship through four-part written exercises, analyses of smaller excerpts from the literature, short composition exercises, and related keyboard exercises. In addition, students will be introduced to computer music notation software and will be required to  complete a short choral excerpt, demonstrating basic knowledge of the application.

Intended Learning Outcomes

By the end of the semester, the successful students will be able to:

1) identify, and write basic harmonic progressions (including all diatonic triads and seven-chords in root position and inversions)

2) apply correct contrapuntal voice leading in 4-part writing exercises

3) hear, recognize, and construct diatonic sequences using triads and seventh-chords

4) analyse shorter diatonic musical excerpts, using both the descriptive as well as the interpretive model

5) play on the piano basic harmonic chord progressions as described above, and be able to transpose those to closely related keys

6) harmonize simple melodies, applying diatonic principles, and play them on the keyboard

7) identify smaller musical formal principles, such as binary and ternary

8) write short compositional exercises applying harmonic principles described above, and using binary and ternary forms

9) demonstrate successful application of computer music notation
