Course Description

This course focuses on 19th century harmonic practice through analysing excerpts from the literature, and through writing, and practicing on the keyboard harmonic progressions, using secondary dominant and leading tone functions, modulations to closely related as well as remote keys, and chromaticism. Part-writing procedures and four-part harmony keyboard techniques used in musc 211 (theory II) will be applied to instrumental music.  There will also be some emphasis on studying and identifying larger musical forms, such as Rondo and Sonata.
Student Learning Outcomes

By the end of the semester, the successful student will be able to:

1) hear, identify, write, and play more complex harmonic progressions, including the usage of all diatonic seventh chords, secondary dominant- and leading tone functions, proper application of augmented chords, and modulations to closely related as well as remote keys, using pivot chords and sequential modulations

2) play on the keyboard more complex harmonic and modulatory progressions, and be able to transpose them to other keys

3) read and play figured bass notation

4) properly harmonize melodies that modulate to other key areas

5) compose short composition exercises for keyboard or small ensemble in binary or ternary form, applying some of the harmonic/melodic practices encountered and analysed in class

6) properly identify larger forms such as Sonata-Allegro form and Rondo form
