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How to clean up a broken fluorescent light bulb or other mercury containing light bulb





Step 1: Have people leave the room and don’t allow anyone to walk through the breakage area on their way out.  Put up sign or barrier.





Step 2: Open a window and leave the room for 15 minutes or more.





Step 3: DO NOT VACUUM Lightly spray water over the affected area.  Wear nitrile gloves and carefully sweep broken pieces of glass and powder (try not to allow powder to become air-born) using broom/dust pan





Step 4: Place debris into a plastic 5 gallon container with a lid. Place Hazardous waste sticker and completed waste tag on the outside of the container and contact EHS x5812 for pick-up





Step 6: Remove gloves and wash hands with soap and water.





Step 5: Damp mop the cleaned area and dump waste water down the drain
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
